Summer Study Tips:

How your child studies will obviously determine the effectiveness of that study

time. Consider helping them along with theses tips.

BE ACTIVE — Explain the difference between studying and “active studying”. Reading her
textbook is studying; writing an outline as she reads is active studying. Here are other ideas
to share with your child: Jot down facts and dates. Type class notes. Recite vocabulary
definitions, names, and math formulas on tape, and play them back. The more senses
(hearing, touching, seeing) your child uses, the more she will remember.

MAKE CHOICES — Help your child decide where, when, and how to study, depending on how
he learns best. Does he learn best with the door closed or open? Is music playing inspiring
or a distraction? Can he concentrate more right after school or right after dinner? Figuring
out his own studying style will help him achieve more.

STAY ON COURSE — Have your child write out a weekly study schedule. Block out times for
each subject, quiz, or test. Encourage the monitoring of that schedule. Help keep him or her
on track.

ACADEMIC NEWS

Ninth Grade

Third Trimester is closing up for the freshmen who have been working hard this year. While we have
been able to see these students grow into young ladies and gentlemen, we hope that they have learned as much
from us as we have from them. In English, students finished a reading unit based around major events in history,
and ended the year with a unit about “doing the right thing.”.

In Basic Math, students are ending the year by learning about area and perimeter of various shapes. In
Algebra 1A, students are wrapping up the year working on simple and compound interest, and exponential growth
and decay. Any students that do not pass Basic Math or Algebra 1A will have to come to summer school to retakes
these courses. In Algebra 1B, students are working on analyzing quadratic functions and using the quadratic
formula to find the roots of quadratic functions. In Geometry A students finished the year by learning how to find
the volume and surface area of three dimensional figures.

As our freshmen make 9th grade History and prepare for their futures as sophomores let’s do what all
historians do and study our past. This trimester we focused on the world from the early 1900s until the
present. Our major focus was on World War 1, World War 2, and the Cold War. Students were able to explore
these major world events through many different activities and lessons. We also were able to connect how these
major events and people still impact the world today. As students relax this summer, please make sure to take time
and watch the world news or read a newspaper and keep up with current world events. GOOD LUCK and
remember if we you want the present to be different from the past, study the past.

With the school year coming to a close the students have been busy with fitness testing and working in the
weight room in PE.  For our final round of fitness testing I am having students perform various tasks to check for
improvement in multiple aspects of fitness. We tested sit and reach, pushups, plank, shuttle run, and 10 minute
run. After completing the tests and tabulating the results, I determined that 82% of my students showed
improvement in their fitness scores from the beginning of second trimester to the end of this year.

Tenth Grade

We are excited to introduce a new curriculum for 10t grade Geometry and the High School Math
program in general. The new Pearson’s curriculum will align the high school math program with the middle
school and elementary programs. Still aligned with the common core standards set by Michigan, the new
curriculum will have a more traditional look and organization, which will increase the students comfort
level. This, along with the continuation of a math support period, will help insure that the students reach their full
math potential.

In Biology, students have been learning about how genes control what we look like- it’s amazing how our
entire appearance is decided in one second. Humans have over 9,000 different genes that control who we are.
Students actually extracted DNA from kiwis, strawberries, and bananas using simple household ingredients-~ strong
isopropyl (rubbing) alcohol, dish soap, salt, and a cheese cloth filter.

Throughout the year, I have strongly encouraged students to see the beauty in science all around us in our
everyday lives. I hope students continue that mentality this summer and for the rest of their lives. I also hope
students continue to help our environment by picking up litter, recycling, and reducing their carbon footprint.

High school Spanish is certainly thriving here at Michigan Collegiate! The students are really expanding
their vocabulary and verbal skills. Our students are even able to translate paragraphs at a timel In each unit, we
continue to tackle tons of new vocabulary, grammar, verb conjugations, and cultural aspects. Hasta luego!

As the school year heads to a close, the high school sophomores are slowly nearing the end of their studies
in U.S. Govt. It has been a good trimester and the students have been taught a lot. It is my sincere hope that the
students continue to learn this year and know more about why we have a govt., they types of govt.’s that exist,
American’s version of govt., and how it works.
